Instructions

Your recorded video should be no longer than 10 minutes. If you did a group project, every member of
the group must participate equally in the recording. The following should be included:

You should feel free to structure in the way which makes the most narrative sense to you, but you should
include the following (you can choose the order and how much you want to dedicate to each piece):

e Problem background and key question;

o Short (not too technical!) overview of the modeling and analytic method;
o Central result(s);

o Conclusions and discussion.
